Jon Bach performed exploratory testing of charter FM00B-001 (see: Charter_List). The purpose of the charter was to explore the maximum amount of data stored in elements of a Freemind mindmap by using PerlClip to generate test data. The charter instructed testers to investigate maximum map sizes and maximum sizes of elements in a map.
Jon created session notes (see: JB_S2_Session_Notes). He entered the start time of the session in his notes and recorded his actions and observations during the session. He made only ten notes, and most of his notes were terse. He investigated long strings pasted into nodes, large numbers of nodes, and large numbers of icons, and mentioned performance issues hindering his discovery of the boundaries in the “Issues” section of his notes.

Jon entered the file name of the mind map created during testing into his session notes (see: JB_S2_Mind_Map). Under “Metrics”, he reported the time he spent on test design and execution, bug investigation, and session setup. The charter was intended to take 90 minutes; Jon’s metrics add up to 100 minutes. Bugs he discovered were inserted in the “Bugs” section; two of the three bugs Jon found require further investigation. In the “Issues” section, Jon added any concerns that he did not classify specifically as “Bugs”.
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
