Jon Bach performed exploratory testing of charter FM000D-001 (see: Charter_List). The purpose of the charter was to explore merging maps together in the freeware mind mapping tool Freemind.

Jon entered the start time of the session in his notes and recorded his actions and observations during the session (see: JB_S4_Session_Notes). He took only a few point-form notes during the session, including a numbered list.
Initially Jon was not sure where to find the Merge function he needed to test, and he couldn’t find any reference to it in the file menu or help files; he jotted down the lack of Merge in the “Issues” section of his notes. Since he couldn’t find any such function, he tested concepts related to merging by joining nodes and copying/importing branches from other mind map files.

Jon entered the file names of the mind maps created during testing into his session notes (see: JB_S4_Mind_Map, JB_S4_Export_Test_1, JB_S4_Export_Test_2, JB_S4_Super_Map). Under “Metrics”, he reported the time he spent on test design and execution, bug investigation, and session setup. The session took 100 minutes. Jon did not find any bugs in the session.
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
