This is a project established to demonstrate the use of session-based exploratory testing. In the project, four different testing teams were given exactly the same charters and asked to test popular open source tools. The tools were Freemind, used for mind mapping, and VLC, a media player. Veteran exploratory testers were engaged to complete five charters. The files include the charters, session notes, bug reports, and summaries of the steps taken by the testers in the project. These results offer a chance to see how different testers tackle and document the same testing challenges. The folders are:

Charters
This folder contains 2008_01_08_Example_Charters, an Excel spreadsheet containing the charters used to test Freemind and VLC.
FM00A-001

In this folder are four examples of exploratory tests done on charter FM00A-001. The purpose of the charter was to identify capabilities and areas of potential instability in the freeware application Freemind, a mind-mapping tool.
FM00B-001

This folder includes four examples of exploratory testing of charter FM00B-001 are in this folder. The charter was to explore the maximum amount of data stored in elements of a Freemind mind map, using the Perlclip tool to generate test data.
FM00C-001

Four examples of exploratory testing of charter FM00C-001 are in this folder. The charter instructed testers to consider image size, type, resolution, and location in the map, as well as multiple images.
FM00D-001

The contents in this folder are four examples of exploratory testing of charter FM00D-001. The purpose of the charter was to explore merging maps together in the freeware mind mapping tool Freemind.
VL00E-001

There are four examples of exploratory testing of charter VL00E-001 in this folder. The purpose of the charter was to explore how VLC uses system memory and processor resources while viewing videos as compared with the same videos being viewed in Microsoft’s Media Player.
