Jon Bach performed exploratory testing of charter VL000B-001 (see: Charter_List). The purpose of the charter was to explore how VLC uses system memory and processor resources while viewing videos as compared with the same videos being viewed in Microsoft’s Media Player. The charter contained instructions to choose the most recent version of the player available from Microsoft, to use videos between 1 and 5 minutes long of different formats including WMV and AVI, to use Perfmon to capture results, and to use Excel to generate graphs of the results.
Jon entered the start time of the session in his notes and recorded his actions and observations on the comparative performances of the two media players (see: JB_S4_Session_Notes). He took only a few point-form notes during the session. 

He gathered MPG, AVI, and WMV video files to use as test data. He consulted with the provider of the charters, Rob Sabourin, to determine how to format the Perfmon data. Jon then used Perfmon to measure eight different quantities related to resource usage as the videos played in the two media players and noted his general conclusions of how each player fared.
Jon entered the file names of the video files he used and the Excel spreadsheets with performance graphs into his session notes (see: JB_S5_MPG, JB_S5_AVI, JB_S5_WMV). He also included screenshots (see: JB_S5_Screenshot_1, JB_S5_Screenshot_2). Under “Metrics”, he reported the time he spent on test design and execution, bug investigation, and session setup. The session took 100 minutes. Jon did not find any bugs in the session. He mentions in the “Issues” section that he would like more time to analyze the results to draw sounder conclusions.
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
