These are examples compiled through task analysis to study how session-based exploratory testing was used by Backup Inc. in the Mudslide project, which was testing the SuperSwitch product. Each of these folders includes bug reports, session notes, and a description of the steps taken by the tester during the session. The folders are:
S1
The contents of this folder relate to an exploratory testing session on a long-running server.

S2

Exploratory testing of an offline detection feature is described in this folder.

S3

This folder includes artifacts from an exploratory testing session of bug confirmation testing. 

S4

This folder contains a description of an exploratory testing session of the user interface.
S5
In this folder are details of an exploratory testing session in which confirmation testing was done for many bugs.
Status
This includes the MudslideTestingSheet, an Excel file that was created by the test lead to manage the Mudslide testing project. It includes several project status details such as data on the testing done by most of the testers on the project, the progress of testing on each feature, a spreadsheet on test coverage, and a list of the top things critics might say about the software.
