The following steps describe an exploratory test from the Mudslide project at Backup Inc. Chris, the tester, ran an exploratory testing session on a long-running server and found two bugs that were unrelated to his charter. The charter was tested over a period of several hours, with interruptions, on a server that had been running for eight days. He immediately found an Active Server Pages (ASP) exception bug. He then encountered a bug he already knew about that was caused by third-party software that Backup Inc.’s product depends on.
	Chris discovered that an exception had occurred during the overnight run of the long-running server.

	Chris investigated the exception and discovered that it was an ASP exception.

	Chris created a bug report for the ASP exception (see: Mudsli_ASP_Bug_Report)

	Chris entered his discovery of the bug into his session notes (see: Mudsli_ASP_Session_Notes)

	Chris spoke with Howard, a developer, about what could have caused the ASP exception.

	Chris spoke with other testers on his team about whether they’d encountered the ASP exception before.

	Chris returned to the long-running server and found that a second bug had occurred overnight related to the loading of the boot sector. He had encountered the bug before and knew that it was caused by third-party software (see: Mudsli_ASP_Bug_Report_2)

	Chris made note of having encountered the third-party software bug in his session notes. In the “issues” section of his session notes, he noted that the third-party bug was causing problems for testability.

	Chris continued his exploratory test of the long-running server and found no more bugs.

	Chris handed in his session notes to Liane, his test lead.
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
