The following steps describe an exploratory test from the Mudslide project at Backup Inc. Billy, an intern at Backup Inc., ran an exploratory testing session on protection plans. He found a graphics bug in the UI, the lack of a filter where he thought one ought to be, and a problem with selecting dates in the fifth week of a month. The charter was tested for eighty minutes over a period of two afternoons (since he worked part-time); the session length was not fixed.

	Billy noticed that the name of a workload was not displaying as he set up his test environment.

	Billy took ten minutes to report the problem in the bug tracking system, including screenshots, and also record it in his session notes (see: Mudsli_UI_Bug_Report, Mudsli_UI_Session_Notes).

	Billy thought up a new testing idea for checking that backups update on time. He put it down in his session notes under “Other Session Ideas”.

	Billy started testing and noticed that the lack of a filter on the upcoming events page made it harder to confirm the schedules for each workload. He wasn’t sure if there was supposed to be a filter or not.

	Billy always reported a problem when he has trouble using the product, so he created a bug report, including screenshots, and mentioned the concern in his session notes. Billy did not record the bug under the “Bugs” header of his session notes (see: Mudsli_UI_Bug_Report_2).

	Billy noticed that the wrong scheduling date was set when the week of the month was set to fifth.

	Billy added the issue to the bug tracking system (with screenshots) and his session notes (see: Mudsli_UI_Bug_Report_3). This took fifteen minutes.

	Billy continued his session by confirming that the protection plans synced. He found no bugs.

	Billy entered the time spent testing the charter into his session notes.

	Billy logged his “charter vs. opportunity” ratio of how much time he spent on his charter compared to other bugs/issues he investigated while doing his charter into his session notes.

	A couple of days later, Billy reviewed his session notes with his test lead, Liane.
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
